Agathos is Full Professor of Biological Engineering at the Catholic University of Louvain in Belgium and group leader of Bioengineering within its Earth & Life Institute (ELI) where he is involved in research projects on bioprocess optimisation, pollutant biodegradation and biotechnology for sustainability. He studied Chemical Engineering (Dipl.Eng, National Technical University of Athens, Greece and M.Eng, McGill University, Canada) and obtained a Ph.D. in Biochemical Engineering (Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), USA). Previously, he held professorships at the University of Western Ontario (Canada) and Rutgers University (New Jersey, USA). He is Associate Editor of Biochemical Engineering Journal and Editorial Board member of several other international journals. He has edited three volumes in Kluwer’s Focus on Biotechnology book series and is Volume editor for Elsevier’s major reference work, Comprehensive Biotechnology (2nd Edition). He is an elected Fellow of the Society for Industrial Microbiology and Biotechnology and of the American Institute for Medical and Biological Engineering (USA).
